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Summary: Cristabella is a newly re-fitted grand prix sailboat that is fun, 
safe and reliable. She was built as one of the hugely successful 
TP52 class with the capability of being put into “IRC mode”. She 
is a flat out racing platform (even the minimal sink & head are 
constructed out of carbon fibre) and is one of the few fully 
crewed, high performance mono hulls capable of racing in both 
buoy regattas as well as blue water offshore races.  

 
Her layout provides for up to 14 crew members with the 
flexibility to bring along a guest or sponsor in the back of the 
boat out of harms way. 
 
She is designed to be raced by both amateur and professional 
sailors alike, does not use water ballast, canting keel or running 
back stays. The IRC-52 can easily exceed 25 knots boat speed 
off the wind with the record being 32 knots for one of her sister 
ships, racing down the California coast in 2003. Upwind, she is 
very stiff and fast as approximately 60% of the weight of the 
boat is in the metal fin & lead bulb.  
 
This Judel Vrolijk hull series design is currently doing very well 
indeed in the Breitling Cup TP52 series and can be considered 
as highly competitive. Her class have won most every blue 
water regatta they have entered including;

(or could be returned to TP52 mode), enabling an owner  to run 
a high profile IRC big boat campaign with a leading edge 2007 
boat at a fraction of the cost of a brand new build. 
 
In her previous guise she had minimal use (11 outings) and 
following a highly comprehensive refit is effectively now a “new” 
2007 boat yet built upon a proven Judel- Vrolijk platform. The 
refit included the addition of a lightweight interior with a toilet 
compartment, storage area and additional bunks. As well as 
providing some basic “comforts”, this helps obtain an improved 
IRC Hull Factor (HF) which assists with the overall IRC rating of 
the boat. The boat is also IRC optimised with a bowsprit and 
increased spinnaker area.
